Community Issues:  Kenwood School will be holding their auction fundraiser March 14th at the school.  There will be a silent auction at 6pm followed by a live auction at 8pm.  

Lisa Goodman:  Lisa commended the Library consolidation/merger as having created very positive improvements and she provided copies of the report from the Library Board from February. Committee Reports

Parade Task Force:  Anita reported that the Park Dedication Fee of $2000 per unit on developers of new construction has passed.  Marty Broan reported the artificial turf used at Parade may have issues with toxicity and should be researched further by the Environment Committee considering the proximity to Spring Lake.

Upon Motion duly made (Broan) and seconded (Graham), it was voted that due to current inactivity on the Parade Park Project, LHRI will suspend the Parade Stadium Task Force.  All related activity will be addresses by the Planning and Zoning Committee, which may also delegate tasks to other committees or re-constitute the Parade Task Force.

Environment:  Rob Reul reported that the Park Board has agreed to plant 97 trees to replace the trees missing from the boulevards in Lowry Hill according to the existing plan for the neighborhood.  This Spring stumps will be ground, trees will be planted, and LHRI will work on a campaign to get neighbors involved in the watering of these new trees.  An Arbor Day event will be hosted at Kenwood School on Friday May 9th.  

Communications Committee:  Committee Chair Janet Hallaway reported a web site go-live date of May 9th.  

Planning and Zoning:  Anita Tabb has been appointed as co-chair to focus on zoning.  David Graham reported on plans for the April Design Charrette to be held on Saturday, April 26th at the Walker to consider a long range vision for the Hennepin corridor between Loring Park and Lowry Hill.  The days events will include a walking tour, a review of the Town Hall content, break-out sessions, and presentations.

Crime and Safety:  Anita Tabb reported many ideas which were discussed for neighborhood action to prevent crime.  The current projects to watch for and participate in include stroll patrols, Block Club training, and the Light up Lowry Hill Campaign.
